Guidelines for Selection

Involve provides alternative education provision:

· For key stage 3 learners. 

· Where there is a likelihood of permanent or temporary exclusion from the home school.
· Where existing school strategies have been implemented with limited or no success.

· For learners who face personal, emotional or social difficulties which stop the young person from excelling at school.
· For learners with a record of non-engagement, poor attendance, low achievement and extreme behaviour.

All referrals will be considered on a case by case basis to ensure the needs of the young person can be fully met.
Involve has clear, two way lines of communication with the learner, parents/carers, relevant staff, and appropriate outside agencies.
Scheduling

Involve will provide a series of provision appropriate to the individual learner’s needs. Scheduling is therefore agreed in negotiation with the home school and parent. Our provision can be offered for 2 or 3 days a week per learner per week. A place represents 9.45am to 2.15pm. 
Involve offers a bespoke provision and provides English,Maths, ICT and social and emotional aspects of learning (S.E.A.L.) and meeting the five outcomes of Every Child Matters. 
Involve is committed to:

· Personal and Social Development - self awareness, identifying triggers, anger management, identify strengths, personal goals, confidence and self esteem building. Sex education, drug and alcohol awareness.

· Life skills - Cooking, form filling, dealing with agencies, making phone calls, writing letters, college/work experience for older students.

· Follow a curriculum of English, Maths and ICT.

· Develop strong links and multi agency working with educational establishments, other agencies and parents/carers.
